Covenant Standards

This group will
be charged with developing recommendations for
adoption of “Covenant Standards.”

Street Repair Update

Following are excerpts taken from an email from Lance
Lantz of the Zionsville Street Dept. to the VWHA board:

“Village Walk is definitely slated for repairs this year. In
fact, my budget for town-wide street repairs is
significantly higher than it has been in recent years, with
the promise of continuing that trend. Accordingly, I plan
to make significant repairs in the ensuing years to roads
in your neighborhood. My hope is to double the quantity
that was done in 2004 this year. The asphalt patching that
we do over the winter is the only tool available to combat
deteriorating sections until the summer construction
season. Obviously, it is highly visible when used in
concrete sections, but is a necessary evil, so to speak. I
have and will continue to adhere to the “worst first”
policy for street repairs, and must address the conditions
of all streets in town equally. How much we can do as a
town is always a function of available funding. That
being said, I am encouraged by the amount of work that
can be done this year in your neighborhood, as you are
making wonderful efforts of your own accord to
maintain and improve your neighborhood.”
